Typically, children go back and start over in a sentence because they are having some difficulty
with understanding the sentence and/or with identifying the words in the
sentence. Going back and starting over is a very good strategy for dealing with
such difficulty and should be encouraged. For example, you might say: “l see
The boy you trying to figure out that word. Going back to the beginning of the sentence
and starting again can help. Nice thinking!”
